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The ANY-maze Multifunction Remote

Overview

The ANY-maze multifunction remote control
serves two primary functions: controlling tests
in up to four apparatus and measuring ambient
conditions using its built-in light meter,
thermometer, and audible and ultrasonic
sound meters.

Test control
e Four buttons control the start of tests in up
to four independent apparatus.

e This can be expanded to up to 16 groups of
four apparatus by adjusting the device's ID.

e Provides quiet haptic feedback to indicate
whether a test started successfully.

Sensors

e The light meter measures ambient light
from 0.13 to 10,000 lux.

e The thermometer measures temperatures
from 0 to 100°C using a detachable, 1-
metre, waterproof probe.

e The audible sound level meter measures
ambient sound from 30 to 120 dBA.

e The ultrasound level meter measures
ultrasound from 20 to 80 kHz, reporting
peak frequency levels in decibels.

e Sensor readings are displayed on the screen
and can be transmitted to ANY-maze for
automatic storage in test data.

General

e The remote has a range of 30 metres,
although this decreases through walls.’

e Battery life is typically around 3 months.?
